Citizens are advised
to proceed with caution in conducting outdoor burningincluding not leaving fires
unattended and keeping a 100 foot area clear from vegetation, buildings and wooded ar eas.
In addition, local gover nments and fire departments should be consulted asto any local
concernssince this statewide ban has been lifted.

Both the State Fire Marshal and the Commissioner of Agriculture and Forestry wish to
thank the public for their diligence and adherence to the burn ban, whileit wasin effect
the number of out of control firesdid decrease. Federal, State and local fire servicesdid
heroic work in protecting lives and property while fighting these hundreds of firesin
Louisiana.
