The Little Caillou Fire Department responded to the fire at 6:17 a.m., Saturday, September 20, 2025, located in the 
5300 block of Bayouside Drive in Chauvin. SFM investigators have determined the home had no working smoke 
alarms.   
  
At this time, the cause of the fire is still under investigation.
